	Science
	Animals, Including Humans
 
Notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults.

Find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival (water, food and air).

Food chains show how living things depend on one another for food. All food chains start with a plant, followed by animals that either eat the plant or other animals.

	Plants

Observe a range of plants through seasonal changes. 

Understand the word germination and investigate a range of seeds that will germinate at different times.

Identify and name a variety of common wild and garden plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees

Identify and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants, including trees

Observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants.

Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy
	Living Things and Their Habitats

Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food.

Identify and name a variety of common animals including, fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals

Identify and name a variety of common animals that are carnivores, herbivores and omnivores

Explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive

Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other

Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including microhabitats

Studying the colour wheel and colour mixing. Explore how artists use colour in their artwork. The secondary colours are green, purple and orange. These colours can be made by mixing primary colours together. Mixing different amounts of primary colours make a range of hues. For example, blue-green or yellow-green
